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President’s Message

What is MAFWDA, its purpose, benefits, and
accomplishments?

People sometimes ask, “What is Middle Atlantic Four
Wheel Drive Association and what does it do for me?”
In this article | will try and explain why MAFWDA as an
association exists.

Why does MAFWDA exist?

The Middle Atlantic Four Wheel Drive Association
(MAFWDA) is a collection of member clubs within the
Middle Atlantic region that includes the states of
Pennsylvania, Maryland, New Jersey and Delaware.
MAFWDA is not a separate club, nor does it direct its
member clubs how to conduct their day to day
business. MAFWDA is its member clubs and
individuals.

What is the purpose of MAFWDA?

MAFWDA is a means for its member clubs to network
and unify their efforts. This may include land use
issues, DOT laws and regulations, pure information
exchange, and shared trail rides and other related
events. Again, Middle Atlantic is not a separate club.
Thus, MAFWDA will not take the place of a club.

MAFWDA is its member clubs and individuals.

Rather, it is a means of pulling the resources together
from its member clubs in one unified effort. This
includes certain trail rides in unique locations, fighting
land, road or area closures, getting new areas or roads
developed, opened, or re-opened.

MAFWDA serves a unified voice and can serve as
another voice when numbers of interested people
come into play.

This year we had some added benefits, including a
grant from LL Bean through the American Canoe
Association. Among other support, the sponsorship
enabled us to hire someone to come in and cut the old
car hulks into more manageable pieces. We also had
the benefit of a skid loader donated by Greenskeeper
Environmental LLC Enthusiasts which proved to be
invaluable in loading and handling some large and
heavy pieces.

Our primary objective was to remove as much of 4
remaining cars from the 2009 Pax River Trashout and
we were successful. The cars were spread out so
there were essentially three separate sites being
worked. Thanks to the sponsorship and the efforts of
the Paddlers, car-chunking was done in the week
before we got there. The goal was to cut the cars into
pieces that could be handled by the winches and
loaded into the bed of a pickup truck by human power.
They were able to chop two of the cars with a full day's
work. That left two that were relatively whole.

Paul positioned his winch-equipped S10 at one spot
nearest where we spent the majority of last year's
efforts. This was the steeper hill with the remains of
the one car we had started but not finished in 2009
and another which had gotten the benefit of the 12,000
Ib winch got a workout and required the rigging of a
block and tackle to redirect the winch line. The
remainder of the body came up the hill and landed at
the pavement by end of the day. Parts of the chassis
plus the rear bumper and axle remain mostly buried
amid the old bridge pilings. One man with a winch and
a half-dozen feeding it at the bottom and unloading it
at the top can move a lot of metal and it shows!

Mike's Jeep was called into winch duty at the site with
the other "chunked" car. Four or five were feeding it at
the bottom plus hauling smaller pieces to the top by
hand. This portion of the site also included a half-
buried V8 engine block. You've probably heard the

expression about boat anchor blocks and this one
qualified. As Mike pulled the slack out of the winch
line, the Jeep started to be pulled across the leaves
rather than the engine giving. Strategic parking with
the bumper braced on a tree won out and engine
started the climb up the hill.

The third location was between the other two and had
the one car which had not gotten the benefits of the
pre-work chunking. Mother Nature had been working
on this for a couple of decades and the metal was
significantly weakened by rust. The skid loader was
able to make short work of this one and get it up to the
staging point where we were loading for the last leg to
the pavement site.

The fourth team took the responsibility for moving from
the top of the bank out to the pavement where it could
be trucked away for recycling or other appropriate
disposal. Josh's full size Chevy and Chris' JGC-towed
trailer were terrific for this job. | saw one load going on
to the trailer that included significant large pieces of
three different cars plus the aforementioned engine
block.

After all the hard work, Kara Brown provided an
excellent repast of sandwiches and fixings (including
the all-important pickle slices) courtesy of the Greater
Baltimore Canoe Club to help restore the famished
workers. Kara also deserves special recognition for
gaining the support of LLBean in the form of a
sponsorship.

The folks who made this all happen are deserving of
our appreciation even though | haven't named them
individually here.

Indulge me in a wee bit of editorializing here. The
groups represented in this cooperative effort often find
themselves representing opposing viewpoints,
especially when our government invites public
comment on a planned action.

This event helps to underscore our shared space and
shared goals. The paddler on the scenic river is
opposed to scarred landscapes along the way. The river
keeper wants clean water without polluted runoff
spoiling it. The recreational four wheeler wants beautiful
scenery without fear of injury from someone's trash. The
landowner wants the unencumbered enjoyment of his
land. Too often we find ourselves in a position of
protecting our own use at the expense of others
enjoyment of the land. None of us wish to see our
planet used as a trash bin for discards. An illegal
dumpsite is an eyesore for all of us. In this instance, we
came together to accomplish something bigger than all
of us and it's sad commentary that it doesn't happen
more often.

Recently, there was an instance of a long-standing
traditional path (which pre-dated the USFS ownership)
being closed in the George Washington National Forest
that had been regularly used by horseback riders, hikers
and bicyclists. The outcry against this closure was
predominantly from horseback riders, hikers and
bicyclists. In recent years, similar trails had been closed
to 4x4 recreationalists and the outcry came from 4x4
recreationalists. Perhaps, by working together when the
first long-standing traditional paths which pre-dated
USFS ownership were being closed we might have
been able to prevent the more recent closures.

| think we need to come together and realize that
"Earth, It's Our Favorite Place to Ride" places the
burden of watching out for each other on all of us, to the
exclusion of "l don't want your recreation here because
only my recreation counts."

What benefits do | get from
MAFWDA?

The benefits are rarely tangible, yet are quite real.
Reasons for being a member of the Middle Atlantic
Four Wheel Drive Association team include

1) Membership gives your club a voice in the
form of up to two association delegates on
how the United Four Wheel Drive
Associations (UFWDA) conducts its
business.

2) Power is in numbers. While your club
represents so many family members, and
other member clubs represent their family
member’s number, Middle Atlantic also,
represents the sum of those family members
number. In correspondences with political
representative or land use managers
MAFWDA can submit the sum of the clubs’
family members within the text of the letters.

3) The name “Association” within itself carries
influence with our land managers and
elected representatives.

4) The name Middle Atlantic Four Wheel Drive
Association is recognized and accepted in
any Middle Atlantic state. A MAFWDA
member, living in Maryland can have a real
voice in Pennsylvania, Delaware and New
Jersey, equally, where as a member of a
club located outside of the state would have
far less influence on the management of a
given state land, policy and DOT regulation.

For example, a PA Jeeps member very
recently spoke at the Maryland Trails Summit
as a Middle Atlantic representative.

5) MAFWDA'’s web site is a means for
prospective members to find a member club.
Often their search will start on United’s web
site and the filter down to MAFWDA, leading
one to a member club.

6) Often, discounts from various four wheel
drive dealers, and parts and accessory
businesses are secured under the Middle
Atlantic name due to the numbers
represented.

7) Annually, there are unique trail rides
organized by a member club’s member
under the Middle Atlantic name. Securing
exclusive access to some very good areas
for all Middle Atlantic members.

8) Membership in a Middle Atlantic club
automatically makes you a member of the
United Four Wheel Drive Associations.

9) Members receive electronic and/or paper
newsletters to inform them of what other clubs
are doing and information important to the
sport of four wheel drive recreation.

What are some MAFWDA
accomplishments?

While it may not be widely know, MAFWDA has had
quite a few significant accomplishments that occurred
under the Middle Atlantic name.

1) Middle Atlantic helped with the start up and
development of the Rausch Creek Four Wheel
Drive Park.

2) Middle Atlantic were the first approached to
serve as trail guides at the very first east coast
Camp Jeep and did so every year that Camp
Jeep was held in the Virginia area, in time
working side by side with the Virginia
Association.

3) Retained unique access to a state forest.

4) Secured discounts from at least 3 separate
four wheel drive shops.

Summary

As a member of a member club, you are Middle
Atlantic. It is not a question of what Middle Atlantic
does for me. Rather it is essentially what you can do
with Middle Atlantic.

The elected volunteer Middle Atlantic Board of
Directors work hard to conduct the day to day
business, much like the elected board of your club
works on behalf of your club.

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DCNR supports revitalized
communities in Northumberiand
County with $400,000 grant for
Anthracite Outdoor Adventure Area

DCNR Secretary John Quigley said last week that a
new state investment in a proposed off-road motorized
vehicle riding park will help bring new opportunities,
visitors and revenues to Northumberland County.

The secretary announced a $400,000 grant to the
county to help plan and develop the Anthracite
Outdoor Adventure Area, a 6,000-acre tract of
abandoned mine lands to be reclaimed to offer
improved riding opportunities for off-road motorized
vehicles.

“As envisioned, the Anthracite Outdoor Adventure
Area will provide a great outdoor experience to riders,
a message about environmental stewardship and care
of our resources. It’s also a great example of how we
can treat and reuse abandoned mine lands,” Quigley
said, adding that the state’s investment will help to
revitalize downtown Shamokin and surrounding
municipalities.

“The park will create new economic activity, including
opportunities for new businesses and employment,
and foster tourism in the Lower Anthracite region and
throughout the county,” said Quigley.

The acreage is located in Zerbe, Coal, West Cameron,
East Cameron and Mount Carmel townships. In
addition to providing a safe and regulated environment
for motorized off-highway vehicles, the plan also
includes opportunities for walking, hiking, bicycling and
horseback riding trails.

Northumberland County officials are currently going
through a public meeting process related to the
proposed park.

The grant is made possible because of changes to the
Snowmobile/ATV law the General Assembly in 2001.
Using funds from the Snowmobile/ATV fund, DCNR
can award grants each year to counties, municipalities
and profit and nonprofit organizations for trail
development on county, municipal, non-profit and
private lands. Previously, the law restricted the funds
to be used solely on state-controlled lands.

Pennsylvania currently has 248,595 registered ATV
owners. There currently are 247 miles of ATV trails on
DCNR lands.

“Our public lands already have great pressure on
them, so new areas for trails are needed,” Quigley

said. “Because our state forest lands cannot
accommodate the volume of trails desired, we are
looking to community and private partnerships, such
as this facility and the similar Rock Run facility in the
western part of the state, to meet that need.”
